Live human-subject demonstrations of techniques on the exhibit space are prohibited. 

All product and service demonstrations, interviews, instructional activities, and distribution of promotional literature within the conference venue are to be confined to the limits of the assigned exhibit space. Any person canvassing outside his or her company’s exhibit booth will be asked to vacate the building, and the exhibiting company will be penalized priority points.

Display of Drugs and Devices NOT Approved by the Federal Food and Drug Administration (FDA)

· Must be accompanied by directions for becoming an investigator and a list of investigators responsibilities. 
· Prominently display the statement “Caution—Investigational Device—Limited to Investigational Use” on the product in a type size that is easy to read.

Exhibitors agree not to sell, promote, or distribute in any fashion any non-approved product, in whole or in part, during or in connection with CEC’s meeting to U.S. attendees. Exhibitors may, however, conduct sales activities for, and market and promote, non-approved products, solely to attendees who are non-U.S. doctors, exclusively for sales outside the United States, provided that such activities follow the relevant laws of any such non-U.S. jurisdiction. 

In accordance with US Law, exhibitors may not sell and deliver Non-FDA approved products to U.S. physicians at the meeting. Exhibitors with non-FDA-approved products must indemnify CEC for losses arising out of the exhibition of investigational products or the violation of this agreement

Liability and Indemnification
CEC will bear no liability for personal injuries, whether suffered by an exhibitor or its employees, contractors, or business invitees. CEC will also assume no liability for loss or damage to the property of an exhibitor or its employees, contractors, or business invitees, regardless of the cause, unless such injury or damage results from, or is caused by, the gross negligence or intentional wrongful acts of CEC. Each exhibitor, in making application for space, agrees to indemnify, defend, and hold harmless CEC from any and all claims, liability, damages or expenses (including attorneys’ fees) asserted against them or incurred by them as a result of, in connection with, or arising from any loss of or damage to property, or injury to persons resulting from, arising out of, or in any way connected with the negligence or wrongful acts or omissions of the exhibitor or its agents or employees, contractors, or business invitees, or for breach or nonperformance of any provision of this contract.

CEC shall in no event be liable to an exhibitor for any lost business opportunities or for any other type of indirect, special, or consequential damages alleged to be due from a breach of this contract. It is understood and agreed that the sole liability of CEC to the exhibitor for any breach of this contract shall be limited to the amounts paid by the exhibitor pursuant to this contract. It is understood and agreed that a refund of amounts paid by the exhibitor pursuant to this contract is the sole and exclusive remedy of the exhibitor under this contract.

Insurance Each exhibitor carries the responsibility of maintaining adequate insurance coverage against injury to persons, damage to or loss of property, and inability to meet its obligations outlined in this Prospectus. Upon request, an exhibitor shall provide to CEC a certificate of insurance indicating at least $1,000,000 of commercial general liability insurance and $1,000,000 of comprehensive automobile liability insurance covering owned, leased, hired and non-owned vehicles. Both policies shall name CEC as an additional insured thereon.
